Summer Reading Assignment 2012
We have chosen a popular science book for you to read this summer in preparation for our first unit on ecology. The book is called Biomimicry: Innovation Inspired by Nature by Janine M. Benyus. Biomimicry is defined in her book as a "new science that studies nature's models and then imitates or takes inspiration from these designs and processes to solve human problems."
