Nominees must be at least third year college students, have excellent grades, and must have participated in lab and research work in their field. With this background, the student is fairly well committed to continuing on this course.

JACK KENT COOKE SCHOLARSHIPS
Graduate scholarships for up to $50,000 are awarded annually.

**NATIONAL SCIENCE FOUNDATION FELLOWSHIP
Eight-hundred-fifty fellowships worth $30,000 plus a cost of education allowance for up to three years of graduate study leading to masters and doctoral degrees in engineering, mathematics and a wide range of sciences. The fellowship can be taken up at any accredited U.S. or foreign academic institution. Green card holders may also apply

**GATES CAMBRIDGE SCHOLARSHIPS
Numerous scholarships cover between one and four year's graduate study at Cambridge University. It is anticipated that Gates Cambridge Scholars will become leaders in helping to address global problems related to health, equity, technology, and learning.

**FULBRIGHT GRANTS
Eight hundred scholarships in over 50 countries for one year to support a project, to study or conduct research in graduate school or to teach English as a second language. Graduating seniors are eligible. Scholarships cover round-trip transportation, tuition, books and living expenses. Applicants design their own projects in a specific country, and must represent the United States well. 
To win this, you need an excellent reason to study or research in a particular country. You also need the academic ability and enough language skill to carry out your project. Penn State students win up to 21 Fulbrights a year.

RHODES SCHOLARSHIP 

Thirty-two scholarships for two or three years of graduate study at Oxford University in any field. The scholarship pays academic fees plus an allowance to cover round trip fares and personal expenses. Applicants must be graduates under the age of 24 by the start of their year at Oxford. Four criteria govern selection: scholarship, character, leadership, and physical vigor.

MARSHALL SCHOLARSHIPS
Forty scholarships for two or three years of graduate study at any British university or business school. The scholarship pays air fares, tuition, fees and additional expenses. Applicants must be graduates under the age of 26 by the start of their year in Britain. Scholarships are awarded for academic ability and leadership potential.

MITCHELL SCHOLARSHIPS
Twelve scholarships for one year of graduate study at any Irish university. The Mitchell scholarship covers air fares, tuition, fees and expenses.
